The maximum allowable axle-to-crown length for the Devinci Troy Gen-5 is 576 mm. Exceeding this

measurement may compromise the bike's performance and safety, potentially leading to catastrophic frame
failure and serious personal injury.

Make sure the guides are in place before you start routing the cables inside the frame. If they are
not already in place, follow these steps before you begin:

STEP 1 | To orient the guide correctly through the downtube, take a 5mm housing and insert it into
the guide.

STEP 2 | /nsert the guide with the housing inside through the opening at the bottom of the seat tube,
above the bottom bracket.

STEP 3 | Securetheouter partofthe guide to the seat tube using the small screw to lock the guide's position
on the frame. Repeat the steps for the other side.

Ensure that the rear brake housing is properly inserted into the left inner cavity of the head tube to prevent rubbing against
the fork's steerer tube.

STEP 5 | Pullthe housing out through the lower left opening located at the front of the head tube.

STEP 6 | Secure the rear shift housing at the base in the designated spot using a small zip tie.

@ Make sure to properly complete the last step to avoid the risk of rubbing between the housing and the tire.

STEP 4 | Pull the housing out of the frame through the bottom bracket. Create a loop with the housing to
facilitate its reinsertion.

STEP 5 | From the bottom bracket, insert the housing into the seat tube until it reaches the other end of the tube.

The frames of cycles Devinci inc. are guaranteed against all manufacturing defects, for the periods specified
below, as of the date of the initial purchase. During these specific periods, Devinci will replace or repair without
charge, and at its discretion, the Devinci frames that display a manufacturing defect. The parts replaced or
repaired in accordance with this warranty, will be covered for a period equal to the remaining portion of the
warranty of the original equipment. Replacement parts are subject to availability. In certain cases, color and/or
model may differ from the original parts.

BICYCLE FRAMES & WARRANTY PERIOD
Since 2006, all the frames bike model, including all mountain, freeride, downhill frames and dirt jump are gua-
ranteed for life. Paint and decals for all models of frame:

» 1year the pivots* for double suspension frames;
2 1 year the components assembled on Devinci frames are guaranteed by their respective manufacturers.

Please contact your authorized Devinci retailer. For more information regarding the applicable warranties.
*The pivots include the bearings, bolts and axles holding together the elements of the suspension of the rear triangle.

WARRANTY EXCLUSIONS

Each Devinci bicycle was conceived for a specific use. The operational life of a bicycle varies according to its
construction, maintenance and the care provided. Intensive use or use with a heavy load, use during competi-
tions or for activities other than those for which the bicycle was conceived, greatly diminish its operational life.
Any of these conditions may lead to random failure. Abusive use will therefore cancel the warranty.

Any other obligation or res-
ponsibility expressed by any other person(s) and any demonstration or illustration of Devinci frames is in no
way linked to Devinci and is furthermore excluded from this warranty.

Devinci assumes no liability in case of any property damage, moral or bodily injury to the user, the buyer or any
other person(s), resulting from the use of a Devinci frame or one of its components.

Except as limited or expressly forbidden by law, regarding any other condition or guarantee, express or implied,
based in law, established commercial customs and usage, including, but not limited to, guarantee of mer-
chantability or adaptation to a specific end, Devinci declines any responsibility for any amount exceeding the
actual purchase price of the bicycle nor for any particular, accessory or consecutive damages that may occur
in connection with said bicycle.

to elect domicile in the judicial district of chicoutimi, in the province of quebec, canada, as an appropriate place
for the hearing of all claims or legal proceedings.

» Devinci assumes no responsibility for any issues or damages arising fromm modifications that fall outside the
original specification of the bicycle. For optimal performance and to maintain your warranty, it is essential to
adhere to the factory-recommended specifications.

» Damages caused by normal wear and tear including damages caused by material fatigue.

2 The damages were caused by a fortuitous event;

2 The bicycle was not entirely assembled by an authorized Devinci retailer;

2 The bicycle was repaired by a person other than an authorized Devinci retailer;

2 You are not the original owner of the bicycle;

2 The instructions contained in the user's manual for all frames and the technical manual for frames with
double suspension were not respected;

2 The periodic inspection recommended in the user's manual for all frames and in the technical manual for the
frames with double suspension was not carried out;

» Parts not supplied by Devinci with the bicycle or not indicated in the user's manual for all frames or the tech-
nical manual for the frames with double suspension were used,;

2 The bike paint is damaged as a result of an adhesive frame protector installation;

2 The frame is too small for you;
